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GOBEKLI TEPE – ARCHAEOLOGICAL WONDER OF THE LEVANT

Gobekli Tepe is situated in Eastern Turkey, 50 km west from the Syrian border and 15 km to the north from Turkish city of Sanliurfa. German archaeologist Dr. Klaus Schmidt has been excavating pre-historical “T” shaped monoliths forming megalithic circles since 1995. Circles consist of the erected shaped limestone megaliths.

Four circles have been partially cleaned in the last two decades. Archaeological digging is in progress on new location. According to the geophysical recordings less than 10% has been excavating so far and there are probably up to 50 circles underground.
Gobekli Tepe is a unique location in the world. There are no more similar megalithic sites anywhere else. At least, not so far.

Work has been funded by the distinguished mainstream institutions: German Archaeological Institute from Berlin with the support of ArchaeoNova Institute from Heidelberg, Germany. According to Klaus Schmidt, radiocarbon dating has produced the following conclusions:

· First megalithic circle contains the monoliths reaching seven meters in height and 25 tons in mass. Age is 11.600 years.

· Second megalithic circle contains smaller monoliths reaching between three and five meters. They are thousand years younger.

· Complete location was covered “in a hurry” with the backfill material which consists of pieces of limestone, animal and human bones 8.100 years ago. There is a soil layer of up to 15 meters above the circles today.

During my visit in October 2013 there was an intensive work on covering the whole area of 50 meters radius for the protective purposes. Wooden construction and posts were placed nearby monoliths and they become almost completely hidden from the tourist. Between monoliths one can see ancient drywalls and backfill material. Ropes keep uncovered monoliths in place.
Many zoomorphic and anthropomorphic figures are carved in monoliths as a high or flat relief. These are exclusively wild animals. It seems that a figure of dinosaur is visible on one of the monolith. The same figure is shown in 3D in local Museum in Sanliurfa.

Several monoliths have human hands shown with very long and thin fingers. I’ve seen similar fingers on Eastern Island and they definitely do not show hands of prehistoric man or modern man. One of the monoliths has belt shown below the hands, as well. Looks like a metal belt.
Presence of wild animals carved in monoliths point in a very logical direction: there was no domesticated animals when the megalithic circles were erected. Hence, this was a period before agricultural times, crops and domestic animals. According to the mainstream science this was an era of primitive cave man, hunters, food gatherers. They were not capable of building megalithic sites because there was no critical mass of people, knowledge, tools and engineering skills.
However, Gobekli Tepe stands in front of our eyes. Some American anthropologists are saying: 

“It simply should not be there!?”

But, it is there. It requires answers.

In his recent article “Gobekli Tepe – Stone Age Sanctuaries”, Dr. Klaus Schmidt claims:
· Gobekli Tepe is one of the most fascinating Neolithic locations in the world

· It is pre-pottery site located on artificial hill

· It was not used for habitation

· Surface of the location is nine hectares

· No residential structures have been discovered

· Two phases of the monumental religious structures have been unearthed. Oldest megalithic circle is the most impressive.

· Radius of the circles is between 10 and 20 meters

· Ten to twelve monoliths are connected with the walls made from shaped stones. 

· Oldest monumental circles are reaching age of 10th Millennia before Christ, and younger circles are going back to the Ninth Millennia B.C.
· Monoliths sit on leveled stone terrace 

· Monoliths are made from extremely hard limestone that can be found nearby

· Backfill material which consist of pieces of animal and human bones is the mystery for the time being

· Goal of the research is not to uncover all megalithic circles but only some and try to figure out their purpose

· Monolith (statues?) might represent human-like beings, at least on symbolical level. It seems that some of them have arms and hands

· Among reliefs are wild animals, but some abstract symbols also (most frequently letter “H”), than crescent moon, discs…  Wild cats, bulls, wild roars, foxes, snakes, ducks, gazelles, scorpions and spiders have been carved in monoliths.

In his conclusion Dr. Schmidt is saying that “this research will not change the picture of the past”, but will add “a splendid paragraph between hunters and agricultural society of the Neolith”. And finally, he suggests that “much older traces might be found on this location”.
Privately, he does talk about the site being “as much as 15.000 years old and even more”. (However, such claims will not become part of the official reports.)

He’s thanking to Trevor Watkins who has helped him, during “long discussions”, to understand place of Gobekli Tepe in human history and “how illiterate communities formed large, permanent societies, using symbolic culture”(?)
No doubt that we can command Dr. Klaus Schmidt for this globally important discovery. To discover such a fantastic megalithic circles, deep underground, to date them in the era of primitive cave men, is an excellent achievement. His careful and persistent work has resurfaced an archaeological location that can be investigated by experts from all over the world. Of course, only if the German Archaeological Institute allows them. 

Unfortunately, it won’t happen. One of the leading mainstream archaeological institutes will continue to release only selective information in the future.
When I met Dr. Klaus Schmidt he was very clear: he does not like media, visitors, tourists, and he was very nervous because of my presence. I came with the smile but he and his assistants were rather unpleasant toward me and my wife.

I know why they behaved this way. Their conclusion that Gobekli tepe was built in a period “in between hunters and agricultural societies” is simply wrong. Such period does not exist in human history. 

I know that and I freely talk and lecture about it.

It’s obvious to me that Gobekli Tepe was built by advanced society of beings who could plan, design, and execute large-scale construction projects unimaginable to any known human society. We had similar scenario with Giza pyramids, Teotihuacan, Eastern Island stone heads, Bosnian or Chinese pyramids. Mainstream science does not have answers for these mysterious sites and due to the lack of knowledge and desire to hide information, they become very aggressive toward independent scholars.
Dr. Schmidt does not mention dinosaurs represented on “T” monoliths or in a local Museum in Sanliurfa. Instead, he talks about the “ducks”. Ducks with the “teeth”? I don’t think so. Someone new about million years old dinosaurs and it was not a primitive cave man from 12.000 years ago.
Gobekli Tepe simply does not fit dogmatic explanation coming from the mainstream scientists.
I have no doubt that these conical artificial hills, which hold megalithic circles, are linked to the energy phenomena. It is known that pyramidal, spherical and conical shapes are the most powerful energy shapes. Erected monoliths had, among others, an energy function (emitter, receiver?).  It’s unfortunate that no investigation of energy phenomena (electromagnetics, ultrasound, infrasound, negative ionizations, orgon, etc.) have been done.

Elite archaeology is closed-minded and does not allow access to the independent experts. Therefore, purpose  of Gobekli Tepe will remain secret not only for the mainstream scientists but for the public, as well. 
In the meantime, they will continue to keep talking about imaginary “religious objects and temples”, but public won’t be able to question official dogma.

Sad. I admit. Gobeki Tepe is a cultural heritage that belongs to all of us.
